 If you are a landowner or con-

tractor working with the Whiteside 

County Soil and Water Conservation Dis-

trict, with a cost-share project funded 

through the Illinois Department of Agri-

culture’s Partner for Conservation Fund 

Program, you should have received infor-

mation from us about the Illinois Depart-

ment of Labor’s Prevailing Wage Act. 

Many people have more questions about 

this and the Whiteside County SWCD is 

among the people having questions. The 

Whiteside County SWCD under legal 

obligation has adopted this policy, but 

does not necessarily endorse it. 

 The Prevailing Wage Act re-

quires contractors and subcontractors to 

pay laborers, workers and mechanics em-

ployed on PUBLIC WORKS construc-

tion projects no less than the general pre-

vailing rate of wages (consisting of 

hourly cash wages plus fringe benefits) 

for work of a similar character in the 

county where the work is performed. 

 If you have any questions, please 

contact the Illinois Department of Labor 

by the following memorandum. 

 Here is a memorandum from 

Steve Chard with the Illinois Department 

of Agriculture about the Illinois Prevail-

ing Wage Act that the Illinois Soil and 

Water Conservation Districts received on 

March 2, 2011. 

 The Illinois Department of Agri-

culture (IDA) has been receiving ques-

tions on the previously adopted changes 

to the Illinois Prevailing Wage Act 

(PWA), and the potential impact on local 

Soil and Water Conservation Districts 

(SWCD) relative to cost-share projects 

funded through the IDA’s Partners for 

Conservation Fund Program. This memo 

provides information from the Depart-

ment’s General Counsel on this subject. 

 Recent amendments to the PWA, 

via Public Act 96-0058, clarified that 

―public works‖ includes all projects 

funded in whole or in part through bonds, 

grants, loans, or other funds made avail-

able by or through the State or any of its 

political subdivisions (public bodies).  

The Illinois Department of Labor (IDOL) 

has determined this definition to include 

soil and water conservation projects 

funded through IDA.  As a result, such 

―public works‖ projects would be subject 

to the provisions of the PWA. 

 Since SWCDs are classified as 

―public bodies‖, IDA advises each 

SWCD to consider the decision of IDOL 

when communicating with recipients of 

funding relating to relevant projects that 

IDOL may consider meet the public 

works projects definition. 

 The Act may be interpreted to 

direct SWCD’s, as a public body, to bring 

these requirements to the attention of any 

individual (e.g., landowner) and/or entity 

that will or has received public funds and 

then participates in the bidding out of 

such projects (e.g., landowner seeks bids 

from various contractors) that are consid-

ered by IDOL to be meet the ―public 

works‖ definition.  Failure to notify the 

necessary parties of the potential require-

ments of the PWA creates a risk of on the 

part of the SWCD, the entity letting out 

the bid (e.g., landowner) and the respon-

dent (e.g., contractor) of exposure to later 

repayment of the difference between the 

wages actually paid and those required 

under the PWA, as well as any applicable 

penalties (interest and fines) should the 

issue be timely raised and a determina-

tion by IDOL confirms the statutory re-

quirement for a given project. 

 The Department of Agriculture is 

not in a position to interpret and provide 

specific direction to SWCD’s regarding 

the IDOL’s interpretation of the PWA.  

Ultimately, the Department will defer to 

IDOL and its interpretation of whether a 

project meets the ―public works‖ defini-

tion when IDOL has made such a deter-

mination.

WHITESIDE COUNTY SOIL AND WATER 

CONSERVATION DISTRRICT 

PREVAILING WAGE ACT ORDINANCE 

 

Whereas, the State of Illinois 

has enacted “An ACT regulating 

wages of laborers, mechanics and 

other workers employed in any 

public works by the State, 

County, City or any public body 

or any political subdivision or 

by anyone under contract for 

public works”, approved June 26, 

1941, as amended, being Chapter 

820 ILCS 130/1-12, Illinois Com-

piled Statues; and  

 

Whereas, the aforesaid Act re-

quires that the Whiteside County 

Soil and Water Conservation Dis-

trict investigate and ascertain 

the prevailing rate of wages as 

defined in said Act for labor-

ers, mechanics and other workers 

in the locality of said White-

side County Soil and Water Con-

servation District employed in 

performing construction of pub-

lic works, for said Whiteside 

County Soil and Water Conserva-

tion District; and  

 

Now, therefore, be it ordained 

by the Whiteside County Soil and 

Water Conservation District in 

Whiteside County, Illinois, as 

follows:  

 

SECTION 1  

 

To the extent and as required by 

“An Act regulating wages of la-

borers, mechanics and other 

workers employed in any public 

works by the State, County, City 

or any public body or any po-

litical subdivision or by anyone 

under contract for public works” 

approved June 26, 1941, as 

amended, the general prevailing 

rate of wages in this locality 

for laborers, mechanics and 

other workers engaged in the 

construction of public works 

coming under the jurisdiction of 

the Whiteside County Soil and 

Water Conservation District is 

hereby ascertained to be the 

same as the prevailing rate of 

wages for construction work in 

the Whiteside County area as de-

termined by the Department of 

Labor of the State of Illinois 

as of June 2011, a copy of that 

determination being attached 

hereto as Exhibit “A” and incor-

porated herein by reference. The 

definition of any terms appear-

ing in this Ordinance which area 

also used in the aforesaid Act 

shall be the same as in said 

Act.  

 

SECTION 2  

 

Nothing herein shall be con-

strued to apply said general 

prevailing rate of wages as 

herein ascertained to any work 

or employment except public 

works of the Whiteside County 

Soil and Water Conservation Dis-

trict to the extent required by 

the aforesaid Act.  

 

SECTION 3  

 

The Whiteside County 

Soil and Water Con-

servation District 

shall publicly post 

or keep available 

for inspection by 

any interested party 

in the main office 

of the Whiteside 

County Soil and Wa-

ter Conservation 

District the deter-

mination of such 

prevailing rate of 

wage.  

 

SECTION 4  

 

The Whiteside County Soil and 

Water Conservation District 

shall mail a copy of this deter-

mination to any employer, and to 

any association of employers and 

to any person or association of 

employees who have filed, or 

file their names and addresses, 

requesting copies of any deter-

mination stating the particular 

rates and the particular class 

of workers whose wages will be 

affected by such rates.  

 

SECTION 5  

 

The Whiteside County Soil and 

Water Conservation District 

shall promptly file a certified 

copy of this Ordinance with both 

the Secretary of State Index Di-

vision and the Department of La-

bor of the State of Illinois.  

 

SECTION 6  

 

The Whiteside County Soil and 

Water Conservation District 

shall cause a notice to be pub-

lished in a newspaper of general 

circulation within the area that 

the determination of prevailing 

wages has been made. Said notice 

shall conform substantially to 

the notice attached hereto. Such 

publication shall constitute no-

tice that this is the determina-

tion of the  

Whiteside County Soil and Water 

Conservation District and is ef-

fective.  

 

The Whiteside County Soil and 

Water Conservation District un-

der legal obligation has adopted 

this policy, but does not neces-

sarily endorse it.

Compared to many regions of the United States, 

we have been very fortunate to avoid many of the 

weather related disasters so far this year. Our 

crops for the most part look very good and commodity prices are 

good. You don’t have to go very far in any direction from 

Whiteside County, and the crops don’t look as good. We have 

had some heavy rains, and this has shown which farmers are 

doing a good job of conservation. Which I am happy to say that 

most are!  However, if you have driven down some of our rural 

roads and encountered mud over the road, or the road ditches are 

filled with silt, well, those are the farmers who need to get with 

it.   Doing a good job of crop residue management, along with 

the establishment and maintenance of grassed waterways would 

solve the problem. Farmers who have silt in the road ditch and 

on the road are losing their valuable topsoil along with their 

expensive seed, fertilizer, and chemicals that are (or were) at-

tached to the soil. And then there is the tax payers expense (and 

these farmers are tax payers also) to clean and maintain the road. 

This doesn’t seem to make much sense. 

But short term thinking seems to prevail. Crop prices are high, 

so greed becomes a factor. Planting every square inch for a big-

ger profit this year overshadows the thought that long term 

yields will suffer along with future year profits. Pouring on extra 

fertilizer and chemicals will keep yields up, but guess what; 

those are additional input expenses which robs profits. Better to 

keep those inputs on the field in the first place with crop residue. 

Time and effort also are factors. It takes both to build and main-

tain grassed waterways. Then there is crop residue management. 

Doing a good job of crop residue management actually saves 

time, because it requires  less  trips across the field. I recently 

was in a no-till corn field which was in corn last year. The corn 

looked great and was waist high. The aerial photo showed that 

grassed waterways should be in place. To my dismay as I 

walked the field, I was finding no grassed waterways where they 

should have been. Upon closer inspection, I was not finding rill 

or gully erosion in the drainage ways where these grassed water-

ways should be.  I checked the outlets going into the neighbors 

fields, and no signs of erosion or excessive runoff there.  And 

this was after we had experienced some pretty heavy rain events. 

Most farmers seem to think no-till corn following corn will not 

work, but there are some farmers, like this one, that are making 

it work! Good management of crop residue in fields that have 

been no-tilled for a while results in better soil tilth and thus im-

proves water infiltration. This field was showing that, since 

there was very little runoff. And it was steep too!  10% to 15% 

slopes. Now I am not saying that every well managed no-till 

field would eliminate the need for every grassed waterway, but 

it could eliminate the need for most. Unfortunately most farmers 

still rely on tillage, and therefore will need grassed waterways. 

But if they would improve their no-till expertise, they could pick 

up additional crop acres AND still control their erosion and keep 

their topsoil, seed, fertilizer, and chemicals in the field where 

they should be.  Sounds like a win/win situation to me!

 How would you define a weed? A 

nasty plant that causes you angst? A creeping 

vine that overtakes your lawn?  Perhaps a 

weed is a plant that is not wanted. Whatever 

your definition, a weed is simply a plant grow-

ing out of place.  

 To farmers, corn in a soybean field is 

a weed; to gardeners, last year’s tomatoes 

sprouting in the green bean patch can be called 

weeds. Generally, but not always, weeds are 

hard to eliminate. So, what can you do about 

these pesky plants that grow where you don’t 

want them? According to Natural Resources 

Conservation Service (NRCS) District Conser-

vationist Mark Kaiser, there are several ways 

to control them. 

 First, consider PREVENTION. Re-

move undesirable plants before they flower 

and develop seeds. Timely removal will re-

duce the number of weed seeds added to your 

garden. Most weeds produce a huge number of 

seeds. When adding mulch or compost to your 

garden, be sure the mulch is weed free. Old, 

weedy hay may be a cheap source of mulch, 

but could add unwanted weed seeds that you 

will have to deal with in future years. ―Hot 

Composting‖ can kill many of the weed seeds, 

cold composting may not. Remember too, that 

many seeds lie dormant in the soil for years, so 

prevention will not guarantee a weed free 

yard. 

 Secondly, consider CONTROL 

methods. Mulching is effective in preventing 

weeds from growing in gardens. Mulch smoth-

ers weeds by depriving them of sunlight. Or-

ganic mulches such as grass clippings or com-

post are effective in improving the garden soil 

by increasing the amount of organic matter 

while providing weed control at the same time.  

 Wood chips can deplete soil nitrogen 

unless fertilizer is added. To be effective, 

mulches should be applied several inches thick

--additional mulch may be needed later in the 

growing season. 

 If weeds still poke through the mulch 

or grow in your lawn, try elimination. Depend-

ing on the type and number of weeds, various 

approaches can be used. Many weeds can be 

removed effectively and safely by physical 

control methods such as hoeing or pulling. 

This usually works for a few dandelions or in 

vegetable gardens when weeds are small. Usu-

ally, they are easy to pull when mulch is used. 

 The last method is CHEMICAL 

control. For some hard to destroy or creeping 

types of weeds, chemical control may be the 

only way to get rid of them. When using 

chemicals, follow directions carefully. If the 

chemical is misused, drifts in the wind, or 

washes into storm sewers, the chemical could 

cause death or injury to desirable plants as 

well as to pets, wildlife, or people. 

If all else fails, live with them! The weed free 

perfect lawn is a relatively recent phenome-

non. Sometimes the effort needed to maintain 

a ―showcase‖ weed free lawn is more trouble 

than it’s worth.  

 With widespread use of bluegrass and 

application of broadleaf weed killers routinely 

applied to many yards, no wonder it is increas-

ingly difficult to find that proverbial four-leaf 

cover!

Mark Kaiser     District Conservationist 

Henry Sanford              Soil Conservationist 

Troy Brown                     Soil Conservationist Technician  

 
 

The Whiteside County Soil and Water Conservation Dis-

trict is selling rain barrels. Our rain barrels are 60 gallon 

plastic barrels that are 100% recycled. The barrels have a 

perforated, screen mesh top to stop contaminates from en-

tering. They also have top overflows and bottom drains 

along with a plastic spigot that can thread a hose. We now 

have many colors on hand. We have black, blue, grey and 

terra-cotta colors.  

Do you want some benefits of having a rain barrel? 

 

Rain barrels help: 

1. Divert water from storm drain system and thus reduce 

pollutants and the velocity of water entering local rivers 

and streams; 

2. Store high quality water for gardens; harvesting rain-

water with rain barrels to use for watering your landscap-

ing, the rainwater can help to improve the health of your 

gardens, lawns, and trees. Rain is a naturally soft water and 

devoid of minerals, chlorine, fluoride, and other chemicals. 

For this reason, plants respond very well to rainwater. After 

all, it’s what plants in the wild thrive on! 

3. Direct overflow water away from building foundations 

to more desired locations;
